THE DANIEL A. PAYNE MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND

The Daniel A. Payne Scholarship Fund was established in 1990 and is a continuous initiative of the African American Lutheran Association.   Scholarships will begin to be awarded in June 2007.  Individual scholarships will range from $1,000 to $1,500 per student per year.

The Application Process
Scholarships are normally granted for one year.   However it may be possible for recipients to receive assistance for a second year.   Request for a two-year scholarship must be included in the original application.   To be eligible, a student must maintain a “B” average during their first scholarship year.

Upon completion of the first scholarship year, the recipient must provide a transcript to the AALA Scholarship Committee no later than June 30th.   Failure to submit a certified transcript will be cause to terminate the scholarship assistance of the second year.

The Selection of the Recipients

Scholarship Recipients will be determined by the AALA Scholarship Committee, based on the below stated criteria.   The committee will not discriminate in the selection of the recipients based on race, sex, age, national origin, disability, ethnicity or veteran’s status.   These funds will be presented at the Biennial Assembly, and if the recipient is not able to be present someone designated by the AALA president will make the presentation.    

Qualifying Requirements
To qualify for a scholarship grant, applicants must meet the following criteria:

1) A graduate of an accredited college and have career goals to become a professional church worker.  A pastor who applies should be a graduate of an accredited seminary and must be listed on the ELCA roster

2) Demonstrate proficiency in previous academic work to warrant the scholarship.  Each applicant must submit a college-certified academic transcript to AALA’s Scholarship Committee no later than June 15, 2007
3) Be African American and Lutheran

4) Demonstrate financial need

5) Be accepted or attending an accredited college, university, graduate school or seminary at the time the grant is offered

6) Be recommended by two individuals (professor, school official, or clergy).
